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Dioceses are mostly free to personalise these Awards –i.e. advertising, award ceremonies etc.  

However, to ensure the consistency in the recognition of these Awards across Aotearoa New Zealand (i.e. it should mean as much to be awarded it in the diocese of Auckland, Hamilton, Palmerston North, Wellington, Christchurch or Dunedin) the following aspects must be maintained in the promotion and holding of these Awards across New Zealand:

1. The Award Logo must remain the same.

2. Nominations close 1st November each year and awarded by diocese at a convenient time

3. Awards must be given in one of the eight Tu Kahikatea Component areas.


4. The nomination process must include at least 1 nominator and 1 additional reference.

5. Recipients must be between the ages of 0-35 years old.

6. All members of the local Diocesan Awards Committee are ineligible to nominate or act as a reference for nominations.

7. Each diocese must notify the National Office for Young People of Award diocesan Tu Kahikatea recipients each year.

Other than that, let’s get out there and encourage our committees – family, school, parish, young adult community and youth-serving organisations – to recognise and celebrate young people.
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
